TREASURERS REPORT SGAI AGM DECEMBER 14TH 2005

Due to the sudden and sad death of Rob Milne the previous treasurer, some items in the accounts are still to be resolved this will be reflected in the 2005/6 accounts.

The year end accounts were produced by Rob's secretary in May 2005, and show that the group made a loss of  £1676.66 for the year, as opposed to a profit of £577.81 in 2004. This in fact shows a total movement of approximately £2,000. This is identified in the accounts as a standing fee of  £2000 in sponsorship, which does not appear to have been received in 2004/5.

Subscriptions have remained stable at  £1900. The ongoing VAT problem with the BCS seems to coming to a resolution.

When the figures for AI2005 are analysed we should make a modest surplus, we have received approximately  £6,000 from Meeting Makers as repayment for our costs incurred in administration the local arrangements. We are expecting IJCAl 05 to make a surplus but because of our agreement with IJCAI any profit we receive will capped at approximately £10,000. (This was agreed to limit any possible losses).

The group would appear to be operating in sound financial position and will be able to support its future activities, such as workshops, Expert Update and A12006.
