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Past Year





The Group's financial performance in the past year has been satisfactory, showing an essentially break-even figure for the year.   The Group continues to have substantial cash reserves, adequate to permit at least another year of investment in activities.





The actual financial result for the year was a loss of £499.81.  This was achieved after two unusual financial situations. 





ES97, the Group's Annual Conference, made a substantial profit.  This was due to the success of the event and also the use of considerable volunteer help to organise the event, thus reducing the administration costs.





However, the Group had to write off a considerable sum of money owed to the Group from The Conference Team (TCT).   TCT was declared bankrupt during this financial year, owing the Group money from ES96.  Note that these debts were from FY96/97 and the Group did not incur any further liabilities with TCT during this financial year.





Outlook





The Group still has sufficient financial reserves to support a modest risk program.  The income from subscriptions alone does not support the committee costs, but the anticipated profit contribution from ES98 should result in another break even year.
